CURRENT AND EMERGING ISSUES

Deliberate Primary Fires

Between April 2024 and March 2025, the number of deliberate primary fires in the district increased by 21%, rising
from 147 incidents in 2023/24 to 178. The area most affected during this period was Norton South, which
recorded 48 incidents.

Total Deliberate Fires

Deliberate fires continue to pose a significant challenge in the district. There was an 18% increase in total
deliberate fire incidents, rising from 760 in 2023/24 to 895 in 2024/25. The Brigade remains committed to
addressing this issue through targeted prevention efforts and community engagement.
